Below are sincere motivation statements that come from the heart. The follow examples are only guides’ not ideal examples, but when you write your statement you can key on certain themes like: dedication, desire, commitment, family tradition, leadership, military experience, patriotism, and etc.  

MOTIVATIONAL STATEMENT:  Utilizing the space provided, in 400 words or less, state why you are seeking a commission.  

Example #1

Even before joining the Navy, I always felt a great deal of respect for people in the military uniform and for the American flag.  My travels have only reinforced my love and dedication to my country and the American way of life.  While in Pearl Harbor, I was overcome with emotion while visiting the memorial for the USS Arizona. I am very proud to be a member of the world’s greatest Navy.  I proudly represent honor, courage, and commitment.  My favorite quote that touches me most is, "Any man who may be asked in this century what he did to make his life worthwhile, I think can respond with a good deal of pride and satisfactions served in the United States Navy."' I seek a commission to provide an even greater opportunity to serve my country.  I possess the elements of leadership: moral principles, personal example, and administrative ability.  I sincerely desire a commission in the United States Naval Reserve.  It would be my proudest moment.

Example #2

My father enlisted in the United States Navy in 1968. He completed 4 tours of Duty in Vietnam. And, like his father before him, he used his Navy experience and the GI Bill to make a better life for himself and his family. Thanks to my father's determination, his only son was able to graduate college and build a successful career for himself.
